Using Java (Visual J++)

· Open a new empty project. Add classes porject|add class

· If you choose classmain, you also get the main function

· You can have only one public class per file. The name of the public  class should be exactly the same as the filename

· Main function must be public static void main(String [] a)

· Public means everyone can access that

· Static means the member exists even if no variable of that type is created

· Your main has to take the parameter of the type “array of String”

· If you used the arguments “this is test” for the program

· Java TestInteger this is test

· a[0] = this, a[1] = is, …

· java has int, double, float, char as before

· These are special types they are not objects. Don’t have members

· Integer, Double, etc.

· Integer and Double are class types.

· Integer I; doesn’t mean we have a variable of the type Integer

· I is a handle for objects of the type Integer. Somewhat like pointer, but has less power (safer).

· I = new Integer(20) or new Integer(“20”);

· If we are printing any object using println

· Println assumes that there is a function for the object called toString()

· N.toString() will be automatically called if System.out.print(N);

· Create a class called QuizOne with main which adds parameter 0 and 1 (args[0] and args[1], assume that the parameters are integers and printout the results
